VO Announcer

Ladies and gentlemen, it’s time to...Reach for the Stars!
VIDEO UP: THS Digital Sound theme and 20th Century Fox theme with animation FX

VIDEO OUT

MUSIC/STAGE LIGHTS UP: Singer/dancers enter, perform Hooray for Hollywood production number.  

Singers

You’ve got a star in you!

A special something only you can do

MUSIC UP: Hooray for Hollywood instrumental, TM’s enter and parade out through audience, dancers conclude number with Big Finish

(TM names, read as each enters)

LIGHTS OUT

SPOTLIGHT UP: Main character, Sally, sits on a suitcase

MUSIC UP: Sally sings I’m the Greatest Star
Sally

I'm the greatest star.  

I am by far.  

But no one knows it.

That's why I was born.  

I'll blow my horn 

‘Til someone blows it.

I know I’ve got the right stuff

A diamond in the rough

I’ve so much potential

Qualities essential

Some don’t have it, not a lump,

I know I can shine

As bright as day

As bright as limelight

Can you guess yet? 

Who's the best yet? 

If you can’t I'll tell you

SPOTLIGHT UP, back of the room.  Talent scout enters, stopping to hand out business cards to likely prospects on his way to the stage

Talent Scout

I.. AM... DAZZLED!  I’M ASTOUNDED, AWESTRUCK AND OVERWHELMED!  Never have I seen so much talent in one place!  I can smell the success; I can feel the appeal!  I’m in a talent scout’s dreamland!

Talent Scout stops next to a woman and hands her a business card

Talent Scout

Morris Max, at your service!  Talent scout extraordinaire!  Haven’t I seen your picture in Variety?

Woman responds “no”

Talent Scout

Don’t say “no,” say “not yet!” I have a nose for talent that knows talent!  Call me!

Talent Scout moves on

Talent Scout

I’m like a kid in a candy store!  I’m like a bee in a flower garden!  I’m like a mosquito in a nudist colony!  There’s so much talent here!

Talent Scout stops again and hands a card to another woman.

Talent Scout

Morris Max, mam.  You have a face that belongs on the silver screen.  Can you sing?

Woman replies “no”

Talent Scout

Can you dance?

Woman replies “no”

Talent Scout

Doesn’t matter.  You have star quality.  Have your people call my people.  We’ll do lunch.

Talent Scout moves on

Talent Scout

I’ve hit the jackpot!  I’ve won the lottery!  I’ve struck a vein of pure talent, 99.9% fine!

Talent Scout stops again and hands out another card

Talent Scout

Morris Max. Talent Unlimited.  Have you ever thought about becoming a star?  Please say “yes!”

Woman replies “yes”

Talent Scout

Then you’re halfway to Hollywood already!  And I’m the man who can take you the rest of the way!  Call me, page me, send me an e-mail!  I mean it!

Talent Scout moves onto the stage

LIGHTS UP

Talent Scout

I’m surrounded by talent!  

Talent Scout moves up to Sally 

Talent Scout

How about you, mam?  You look like a woman with talent.  Have you ever thought of yourself as a star?

Sally

Well... sometimes!

Talent Scout

OK, that’s not the most emphatic response I’ve ever heard -- not exactly the way Demi Moore reacted when I discovered her -- but it’s a start.  What’s your name?

Sally

Sally.

Talent Scout

Ah!  A one-word name.  Very fashionable.  I made it work for Sher and I can make it work for you.  Have you ever done any acting, Sally?

Sally

I was Third Indian Maid in Pocahontas at Renzulli High!

Talent Scout

Hmmm.  Do you sing?  Can you dance?

Sally

Well, I know all the words to The Macarena!

Sally dances the Macarena

Sally

Dale a tu cuerpo alegria Macarena


Que tu cuerpo es pa' darle alegria y cosa buena


Dale a tu cuerpo alegria Macarena


Ehhhh, Macarena!

Talent Scout touches her arm to stop the dance

Talent Scout

Sally!  Please!

Sally

Yes?

Talent Scout

Thank you.  I was starting to hyperventilate.  You’re gong to need some help if you’re ever going anywhere in this town, sweetheart.  The Macarena’s as dead as disco.  

Sally

Oh.

Talent Scout

How about acting lessons?  Have you ever taken any workshops on Emoting for the Screen?

Sally

No...

Talent Scout

How about Time Management, Interpersonal Communications or Recruiting in the Store?

Sally

No...

Talent Scout

How about Beauty Secrets of the Stars?  Do you know the best way to give body and shine to dry and brittle hair?  Do you know the best way to relax your skin and open your pores?  Do you know how to give yourself a professional manicure?

Sally

Why?  Is there something wrong with the way I look?

Talent Scout

No, No, Not at all!!  Nothing a professional beauty consultant couldn’t fix.

Sally

Gee, you make it sound so hard!  I never knew you had to know so much to be a star.  It sound like an awful lot of work.

Talent Scout

Well it’s no stroll down the Main Street of Smallville on a crisp autumn morning, if that’s what you mean.  This is the fast lane, lady.  You’ve got to move it or lose it out here.  If you want to be a star, you’ve got to give it all you’ve got -- and then some!

Sally

OK!  I’m willing!  I’ll work; I’ll learn!  I’ll give it all I’ve got!  Just point me in the right direction!  I’m ready to run!

Talent Scout

Well, the first thing you need to learn is that nobody runs anywhere out here!  Jogging in designer sweats, yes.  Roller blading in designer bikinis, yes.  But running, no.  It’s not cool.  If you want to follow in the footsteps of the stars, you’ve got ease on down that road.

MUSIC OUT: Sally and Talent Scout are left on stage, Sally humming the tune while practicing the “easing” step demonstrated in the number 

Sally

Ok...I think I’ve got it...ease on down, ease on down...OK, I’ve got this down now...ease on down, ease on down...but I still don’t know where I’m going -- or where I am for that matter.  Am I still where I was before I was somewhere else?

The Talent Scout takes Sally by the arm and speaks to her intimately

Talent Scout

Sally, sweetheart...

Sally

Yes?

Talent Scout

You’re going to need more help than I can give you.

Sally

Oh.

Talent Scout

But not to worry!  Because I know someone who can give you the help you need.

Sally

Who?

Talent Scout 

The Star Maker!  

Sally

The Star Maker!  OK!!  I’ll go see the Star Maker! 

Talent Scout

I don’t think so!  

Sally

Why not?

Talent Scout 

Because the Star Maker is a cosmic talent consultant. He’s a quasi-material manifestation of dreams and determination.  He’s a spirit guide who dwells in clear visions and nobel aspirations.  He’s a mountain mover and a soul shaker -- with no address, no zip code and no phone number.

Sally

How about e-mail?

Talent Scout

Not even that.

Sally

Then how can I find him?

Talent Scout

You don’t.  He finds you.  What you have to do is reach out to him psychically, with your heart and with your mind.  You have to focus your thoughts and purify your intentions.  You have to concentrate all your life energies into a whirlpool of ambition... open a window of opportunity in the energy flow of the universe... and send your hopes and dreams into the cosmos like a beacon!  Then he finds you.

Sally

You’re right.

Talent Scout

I beg your pardon?

Sally

I’m going to need more help than you can give.

Talent Scout

Don’t be negative.  The Star Maker hates negative vibes.  Besides, I know what I’m doing.  You think it was any different for Julia Roberts?  She was just a skinny kid with too many teeth before I contacted the Star Maker for her!  Now, do you have any crystals on you?

Sally

No.

Talent Scout

How about a pyramid?  Doesn’t have to be a big one.

Sally

No.

Talent Scout

Incense?  Aromatic oils?  Chinese herbs?

Sally

Sorry.

Talent Scout

Boy, you really are unprepared for the fast lane, aren’t you?  

Sally

Well, I never thought I’d...

Talent Scout

It’s Ok.  We’ll make up for it with theatrics.

Sally

What should I do?

Talent Scout

You stand over there and think pure thoughts.  Visualize yourself as a star, radiating with success.  And don’t interfere no matter what happens.  I know what I said about disco, but this is different!

Sally

Excuse me?

Talent Scout

Ready?  Here we go!

LIGHTS DIM

MUSIC: theme from Saturday Night Fever
Talent Scout goes into a trance, punctuating his chant with disco dance gyrations

Talent Scout

By all the power of a starlet’s dream

By hopes that shine and goals that gleam

Through the magic of work and toil

Through a mind that’s sharp and a heart that’s loyal

From the mystical land of movers and shakers

Bring to us now the Great Star Maker!

LIGHTS OUT

MUSIC OUT

SFX: thunder clap

SPOTLIGHTS UP: back of room

MUSIC UP: up-tempo Hooray for Hollywood instrumental

Mr. Renzulli enters from back of room in limo with entourage

Sally and Talent Scout exit to backstage

Mr. Renzulli takes the stage

LIGHTS UP

MUSIC OUT

Mr. Renzulli makes presentation, introduces Gary Winterhalter, exits

Gary Winterhalter presents, exits

Sally and Talent Scout enter from backstage

Talent Scout

What did I tell you?  Is the Star Maker the Talent Scout of the Universe or what?

Sally

Yeah!  He sure is!  He sure seems like a Star Maker!  But I didn’t even get to meet him -- and I’m still not a star!

Talent Scout

Didn’t you listen to the Star Maker?  Didn’t you hear his message?  He can’t do it for you.  He can’t make you become a star.  You have to do it for yourself.  He just shows you the way.

Sally

OK!  I’m ready!  I’m more than ready!  So what am I supposed to do?

Talent Scout

Well, first, check your dot.

Sally

Check my what?

Talent Scout

Your dot.  On your name badge.

Sally

Oh!  This one? 

Talent Scout

Totally.  That little dot designates your group.  You’re in the yellow group -- along with all the good people out there who also have yellow dots on their name tags.  Your badge also tells you where your group will be from now through Sunday. 

If your badge has a RED DOT and the letter A-1 through 8, you’ll go from here to exhibit hall A, and remain there for the remainder of today, rotating through exhibits 1 through B.

If you have a BLUE 001, you will begin in exhibit hall 8-1 through 4. Each of the 4 sessions are 55 minutes long.

Your YELLOW DOT means you go to hall C.

On Sunday Morning, if you started in Hall A on Saturday you will rotate to 8 (where you will use your 8-1 through 4 number) if you started in 8 you will rotate to C and If you started in C you will rotate to A and use your Al-8.

Then Sunday afternoon you’ll rotate one more time, to the next area: A to C, 8 to A, and C to S. A colored sign will be at each entrance so that you can ensure that you’re in the right place.  In Addition, TM's, OM's and Special Events staff will be close by to assist you if you get lost.

MUSIC UP: Singer/dancers enter and perform Cut Loose, Foot Loose, at Planet Sallywood.

Been workin' so hard. Just punchin’ my card.

Gotta do just right. It’s got me all uptight.

I've got this feelin’ that I’m about to explode

My head is reelin.’ Oh I’ve just got to lose this load!

Y’know I gotta cut - 

Loose, Footloose, Kick off your high-heeled shoes

Yo! Marlo! Get out your get-up-and-go.

Jack! Get back! Come on before we crack.

Lose your blues.  Ev'rybody cut Footloose

Your playin' so cool.  Obeyin' ev'ry rule.
